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On February 17, 2010, Christians throughout the world will mark Ash
Wednesday, the beginning of the Lenten season, with a cross-shaped smudge
of ashes on their foreheads and with the celebration of Holy Communion.
These signs of life’s brevity and of deepened commitment to discipleship will
signal the Church’s desire to enter more fully into the 90 sacred fast and feast
days commemorating Christ’s passion and resurrection, beginning with Ash
Wednesday, incorporating Holy Week and Easter, and culminating on
Pentecost Sunday.
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As a spiritual discipline of the holy seasons, FPC is asking its members to
participate in celebrations of Holy Communion during the ninety days of Lent
and Easter. By making that pledge, participants (adults and children) would
commit to the following eight days of celebrations of communion:

1) Ash Wednesday, February 17 at 6:00 p.m.

2) Worship, February 21 at 11:00 a.m.

3) Midweek Worship, March 3 at 6:00 p.m.

4) Midweek Worship, March 17 at 6:00 p.m.

5) Worship, March 21 at 11:00 a.m.

6) Maundy Thursday, April 1 (7:00 p.m. at St. Joseph’s AME)

7) Easter Sunday, April 4 at 11:00 a.m. (Memorial Garden at 9:00 a.m.)
8) Pentecost Sunday, May 23 at 11:00 a.m.

The goal of this discipline is to more fully engage FPC’'s membership in the
holy seasons of Lent and Easter, to deepen our sacramental experience, and to
enhance our sense of community among our diverse membership at FPC. May
we enter this holy time of year of Christ's passion and resurrection, by sharing
the mysterious and wonderful ways God is at work among us.
